In the last decade international migration has moved to the top of the
international and national security agenda in Europe and North America.
Additionally, interest in the relationship between globalization, international
mobility and security has emerged as an academic issue in the fields of polifical
science, infernational relations, and sociology and security studies. The aims of
this seminaris to explore, from a comparative, transatlantic and multidisciplinary
approach, the intersection between migration and security and some of ifs
paradoxical and unforeseen consequences for natfional sovereignty,
“traditional” conceptions of security and social cohesion, conflict and civil
liberties. Analyzing the nexus between migration and security this seminar fries fo
point out the shift from a state-centre approach to individuals and society as
primary references and subjects of security policies. The seminar will examine
these issues from four main and comprehensive axes: migration control, iregular
migration, security and humanrights and trafficking of human beings.
